The journey took about one and a half hours, but it passed so quickly and we were soon 

strolling down to the start of the fair. 

Agricultural equipment, trailers and even a readymix concrete truck were some of the first 

exhibits we passed.  Olive picking machinery, now that is something you never see at the Kent Show we 

agreed.  Jewellery, garden tools, motorbikes, cooking utensils, there was something of interest for everybody. 

 

The fair was huge and the organisers had very thoughtfully put markers up to guide visitors along the best 

route and ensure that all the exhibits were seen, especially the Arab market.  This didn't work for us as there 

was so much of interest that we found ourselves constantly wandering off the route.
