U3A LEARN HOW GEORGIAN EATING HABITS HAVE EVOLVED

At our November General Meeting , our guest speaker was local author Mike 

Rendell, who talked on the subject of "Eat Drink and be Merry in the 18th 

Century". 

 

By the end of the 18th century meals had moved from the living room and into 

the dining room. The trestles gave way to mahogany tables and cutlery as we 

now know it appeared, along with fine glassware and porcelain. Mike spoke 

about Regency banquets and Georgian etiquette, and reminded us of some of the 

eating habits which still echo with us, especially at Christmas time, when we pile 

our table full with roast meats, stuffing, sauces and vegetables. There were tales 

of Guinness being drunk for the first time in England, in the 1770’s, as well as an explanation of the growth 

in wine consumption. Along the way Mike considered just how a well-mannered lady and the gentlemen 

would seek ‘relief’ without leaving the table during a feast that might last for up to six hours! His talk was 

illustrated with entries from his ancestor's diaries, which his family have kept for nearly 250 years and have 

been the prompt for him to write his book ‘The Journal of a Georgian Gentleman’, which is a fascinating 

read available from Mike and also on-line as a ‘Kindle’ book. 

Our thanks to Mike for a very interesting insight into how our ancestors wined and dined and which made 

many of us envious about the history he has at his fingertips. 

A few “Did You Knows” from speaker Mike Rendell  last month! 
 

In Tudor times, meals were originally served on boards placed on trestle tables in the Great Hall. These 

“boards” gave rise to words such as “sideboard” (when the boards were moved to the edge of the room after 

use) and “cupboards” (when they were fixed to the wall and used for storing cups and crockery). The head of 

the household would be the only person to have a chair – the others would sit on benches - and he would sit 

at the top of the table, hence ‘Chairman of the Board.’  Diners were expected to bring their own cutlery, and 

food was served on wooden or pewter plates and eaten with fingers.

Firstly, this restaurant is not easy to find, but definitely worth the effort. On our recent visit we approached 

from Calle Sol, parked on this street and then walked up the hill to Cova Santa. The restaurant is diagonally 

opposite the "T" junction. 

 

Cal Blanc is not large so it is best to book. It is stylishly decorated, has comfortable chairs and lovely linens 

and tableware. The gentleman who waits at table is very pleasant and service is good. 

The meal starts with a small amuse bouche which was a tasty mouthful in an unusual dish.  

Then three starters are served: carpaccio of beef with liver; hake with sweet fruits served on a skewer; Iberian 

salad. As my husband does not eat meat, an alternative to the beef had been prepared for him. 

 

Main courses available were: cod; pork with mustard sauce; beef ossobucco. All served with a small taste of 

different vegetables.  Desserts, again there is a choice of three: apple strudel; chocolate brownie; fruits of the 

forest fool. All were served with ice cream. The strudel was not a typical strudel as it was puff pastry with 

apple on top, but all were enjoyed. 

 

The menu included half a bottle of wine per person and is priced at €16 each during the week, more at the 

weekend. The house white wine was delicious - much better than many of the wines served locally. We also 

enjoyed the red wine   All the food is delicious, well presented and the portions are just right.

NOVEMBER RECIPE

Mediterranean Fish Stew 
  
CƛǎƘ ǎǘƻŎƪ 
  
½ bulb garlic, sliced                             1 tsp chilli powder                    2 tbs olive oil    
2kg fish shells/bones/heads/skin          225ml white wine                   3.5 litres water 
Handful parsley                                    handful thyme                         1 onion 
1 fennel bulb                                         2 stalks celery                          6 peppercorns 
1 carrot 
  
Boil everything together for 45 minutes and strain off the stock, and discard the fish and vegetable..   
This stock can be frozen for use at a later date.

½ kg onions                                          4 sticks celery                            1 red pepper 
8 cloves garlic                                       2 leeks                                       1 carrot 
1 fennel bulb(optional)                         1 kg potatoes                             225ml white wine 
800gm tinned tomatoes                       1 tsp cumin                                1 tsp paprika 
½ tsp chilli                                             3 tbs fresh parsley                    1 tbs thyme 
2 bay leaves                                          1.5 kg prawns & fish                 20-30 mussels 
1 tsp saffron (azafran)  or turmeric       3 litres fresh fish stock            3 tbs olive oil 
  
1)      Finely chop all vegetables, including garlic and sweat in olive oil for 15 minutes 
2)      Add spices, seasoning and herbs. 
3)      Add tomatoes, stock, wine and fish bring to boil and cook for 20 minutes. 
4)      Add mussels and cook for a further 10 minutes. 
5)      Remove bay leaves. 
6)      Taste and check seasoning. 
   
Pasta can be a substitute for the potato.  Additional vegetables can be added.
